	Christopher Cook pump repair – Jason Rutherford spent 6 hours repairing the grinder pump with our 	parts and installing a new simplex panel box.  Discussion was about what to charge Christopher 	Cook for the job, the agreement was to charge him for the labor and the simplex panel box. A call will 	be made to get the cost of a new grinder pump and the simplex panel box. Motion was made by 	Jacob Obert, Keith Klingler second; motion carried.                 

Keith Klingler brought up the discussion about the townships current pension plan with PMRS.  Michelle Young received notice that Amy J. Smith is still listed as active & vested.  The paperwork was not completed to terminate her when she left.  The Township has been paying for her for the last 3 years.  Michelle Young contacted PSATS and they suggested that we file an ACT-140 through our Solicitor, to get all that money back, due to her lawsuit with us.  Michelle Young is also going to talk with PSATS to see what it would take to move from PMRS pension to PSATS pension. A motion was made by Keith Klingler, second Jacob Obert; motion carried.

	OLD BUSINESS

Garage Update – Jacob Obert did not have anything to report; he is going to reach out to our Solicitor to see what the best way would be to handle it.  There was a discussion with all that were present to possibly do 2 bids. One bid to do the door seals, back wall and change the man door, 2nd for the ceiling.  David Wescoat suggested that the three supervisors sit down and decide exactly how they want it quoted and give the same list to each contractor.  The bids will need to be back by the next meeting on June 9th. Jacob Obert made the motion, David Wescoat second; motion carried.

Part-Time Sewer Help – Jacob Obert reported that Shane McCleary will be hired part-time effective as May 13, 2026, as our Sewer Attendant and help Road Forman Cody Whitman with road maintenance. Sewer Attendant rate will be $25.00 per hr. $22.50 per hr. for road maintenance. Jacob Obert noted that Shane McCleary currently has a CDL with no airbrakes but is working on getting his CDL with airbrakes.

Vent for Shed – Jeff Presto installed the vent in the shed, his cost to install was $52.50.

Cody Whitman gave an update on the cost of the culvert pipes and couplings for ea. size. The total for the culvert pipes and couplings was $10,510.65, from Interstate Pipe & Supply.

Road Maintenance – Cody Whitman reported that potholes around the bridges need small limestone rolled in, or possible millings.  Due to the bridges moving the potholes do not hold up with current material.

New Truck status – Truck is there but waiting on bed.  

Yellow Truck – Discussion was made with all that were present, what to do with the yellow truck, suggestions were made to take the bed off the yellow truck and put on the white truck, sell the plow and bed off the white truck on Municibid.
